What happens:
¢ Most weeks will involve; games, relays, quizzes, crafts, sports and so on...

e \We offer a club tuck shop, with a small range of drinks and sweets. \We have a £1 spend limit and again
this is non profit making, with all funds used to purchase more ‘tuck’.

We ask that parents PLEASE be prompt in collecting
their children at the end of the evening.
